One of the key areas  in 
which the schoo l is  m oving 
ahead in this  way is  in the 
int roduct ion of the ‘My High-
cl iffe’ area of the schoo l 
website.  This  was  int ro-
duced to students  last t erm 
and is  now in the final 
stages  of being int roduced 
for  parents.  I t is  an internet 
portal that wil l  al low parents  

to log on and view infor-
m at ion about t he progress  
of their  chi ld at schoo l. 
 
The ful l  range of inform a-
t ion avai lable to view w il l  
be decided as  a result of 

ongoing t r ials, of which 
m ore later, but wil l  include 
such item s  as  past assess-
m ent inform at ion, Merits  
log, Achievem ent Log, li-
brary loans, t im etable, 
Highcl iffe Challenge Log, 
with plans  for  system s  for  
seeking parental feedback 
on schoo l issues  and even-
tual ly lesson att endance 
data. Add it ional ly, a key 
service wil l  be the abi l it y 
for  parents  to check on the 
internet sites  the students  
have acc essed, or  t r ied to 
acc ess, with filtered/
banned sites  shown in red 
(see above) . 
 
Clearly we are sensit ive to 
security concerns  that par-

ents  m ay have. Therefore 
we wil l  not be placing sen-
sit ive, personal inform at ion 
in the area.  The system 
wil l  never  show inform a-
t ion such as  address, 
phone num ber, surnam e or  

any photographs  of 
the student . Al l  of 
the inform at ion held 
on My Highcl iffe is  
already avai lable to 
students  and par-
ents  and is  given to 
them at specified 
t im es.

On a wet and windy 
Monday morning in 
January Mrs  Stone, ac-
companied by 3 High-
cliffe 
stu-
dents, 
went t o 
Dorset 
Police

On the first day of our  
Christm as  hol iday, Friday 
19th Decem ber  2003, m y-
self and five other  Year  9 
students  (Abb i Bourne, 
Sam uel Britt on, Rory John-
son, Sim on Richardson and 
Adam Rose) along with Mrs  
Stone in her  role as  leader  
of Cit izenship in Highcl iffe 
Schoo l, part icipated in the 
"BB Gun Raising Awareness  
Schem e Launch", at St ree t -

wise in Poo le, organised by 
Dorset Police, and also at -
tended by David Atkinson, 
who is  the Bournem outh 
East MP, BBC Television 
and 2CRFM radio.  
 
We al l  enjoyed an act ion 
packed, educat ional and 
interest ing experience, 
learning and taking part in 
act ivit ies  that t aught us  
about t he dangers  of BB 



Guns  and their  harm ful af-
fects. Beforehand, we had 
prepared a speech about 
our  views  on BB guns  
which we gave on ar rival. 
We al l  found it quite nerve-  
racking as  we were giving 
the speech to people who 
norm ally del iver  speeches  
to us!  The audience in-
cluded the Chief Constable 
of Dorset Police, Jane 
St ichbury, who chatt ed to 
us  over  coffee about schoo l 
l ife. We were then given 
the task of dist inguishing 
real guns  from BB guns, 
which we al l  found a chal-
lenge. The guns  were laid 
out on a table and were 
“guarded” by two o ff icers  
from the Dorset Police Fire-
arm s  Squad. They al lowed 
us  to handle the weapons  
under  their  guidance and I  
found this  quite scary. The 
BB guns  even felt t he sam e 

weight and, loo king closely 
at t he two guns  together, 
we could see how diff icult 
it would be for  an arm ed 
police off icer  to know 
whether  he or  she was  
loo king at a lethal weapon 
or  a BB gun. We were told 
that any report of a 
weapon is  t reated very se-
riously and a firearm s  
team is  dispatched to the 
incident . I t is  an offence to 
car ry an air  weapon 
(whether  loaded or  not ) or  
an im itat ion firearm in a 
public place without lawful 
authority or  reasonable ex-
cuse. During the m orning, 
we were interviewed by 
2CRFM and BBC Television  
which left us  al l  on a high 
for  the rest of the m orning, 
and you m ay have seen us  
if you were watching T.V.
that evening!  
 

We al l  enjoyed a great 
m orning and learnt infor-
m at ion that changed our  
views  on BB Guns  dram at i-
cal ly.  
 
So rem em ber, it is  i l legal 
to purchase a BB Gun un-
der  the age of 17. I t is  also 
an offence for  anybody to 
give an air  weapon to a 
person under  seventeen. 
This  m eans  that no-one 
under  17 wil l  be able to 
have an air  weapon in their  
possession at any t im e un-
less  supervised by som e-
one who is  aged at least 
21 or  as  part of an ap-
proved target shoo t ing 
club or  shoo t ing g al lery.
