Literacy Focus: Spelling, punctuation and grammar
Exams looming or even starting? Remember that spelling, punctuation and grammar count in all subjects.
Make sure you give yourself a chance to a) proof-read and b) address common spelling errors.

Some areas where errors are likely include:
Homophones - Is it "there” or “their“? Is it "your” or "You're". These are easy fo check.
Common misspellings e.g. Interest. You probably never spell “Internet” incorrectly. They both start with
the same prefix “inter”.
Check subject-specific words e.g. “rhythm" or “temperature” or “"government” or “conscience”. Have you got
a way to prompt you to remember the correct spelling?
