1. The Danger Zones for the above words are:

biased (sometimes the last sound is written with a “t”)

opportunity (sometimes a “p” is missed out and the “or” part is misspelled.)
friend (sometimes the “I” is forgotten or swapped round with the “e”)

Here are some strategies:
Biased — Sound it out: bias — ed
Opportunity — Look for a word within the word: Op + port + unity. We all know how to spell “port” so

remember that opportunity has a “port” in it. (Thank you to Samuel Rapoport for this idea. He has
received a commendation for this tip.)
